●Please drain kitchen garbage thoroughly. 

●Please remove dirt from disposable diapers. 

●Futons, rugs, mattresses, carpets, and electric carpets are "Bulky waste". 

(Remove the electrical cord and place it in "small appliances".) 

●The "collection ticket" (sticker) is for trees and twigs only. Cut the tree branches 

to a diameter of 3 cm or less and the length 1 m or less, bundle with a 

diameter of 30 cm or less, and put a garbage collection ticket on them. 

●Disposable lighters cannot be disposed of in the burnable waste. Please bring 

them to the Sakai City Hall.

●Please put it in a plastic bottle or other container and bring it to City Hall and 

branch offices during business hours (8:30-17:15 *except weekends and 

holidays). 

●If you solidify it with a coagulant, or absorb it with paper (newspaper, paper 

towels), dispose of it as burnable waste.

●Tie it crosswise with a paper string, etc. 

●Remove vinyl, gum tape, etc. from corrugated board. 

●Wash, dry, and flatten (open out) the cartons before putting them out.

●Miscellaneous paper refers to recyclable paper other than newspapers, 

magazines, cardboard, and paper cartons.

be 100% plastic-based, free of metal/rubber parts, batteries, etc., and small 

enough to fit in the specified bag, with a side length of less than 50cm. 

●Dispose of heat-resistant plastic products with burnable waste. 

●If the stain cannot be removed by washing with water, please dispose of it in 

burnable garbage. 

●You can also dispose of snack bags and other items with an aluminum coating 

on the inside.

Please wash the inside of bottles before

※You don't have to remove hard-to-remove paper labels. 

Be sure to puncture the cans in a well-ventilated area. 

LED bulbs and broken fluorescent lamps cannot be recycled, 

so please dispose of them as non-burnable waste.
